From the FALL to the FINISH – Lesson 12 - Part 2 of the Holy Spirit – “The Petition”
Genesis 1:26…“…God said, let us make man in our image, after our LIKENESS…”
PETITION is: A plea, an appeal, a demand, a proclamation, an ultimatum, a final warning, A final statement of terms or conditions made by one party to another. (the verb) Is to force or compel!

John 3:1-7 
1  There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews: 
2  The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, 
Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: 
for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him.
3  Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, 
EXCEPT a man be born again, HE CANNOT SEE the kingdom of God.
4  Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? 
can he enter the second time into his mother’s womb, and be born?
[bookmark: _Hlk61965288]5  Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, EXCEPT a man be born of 
water and of the Spirit, HE CANNOT ENTER into the kingdom of God.
6  That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.
7  Marvel not that I said unto thee, YE MUST BE BORN AGAIN.

Why is it a PETITION from Jesus Christ to have the Holy Spirit?
Luke 6:43-44  
For a good tree bringeth not forth corrupt fruit; 
neither doth a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit. For every tree is known by his own fruit. For of thorns men do not gather figs, nor of a bramble bush gather they grapes.

Galatians 5:18-21  
But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law. 
Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, 
and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, 
that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.
Romans 8:5  
For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; 
but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit.

Mark 16:17  And these SIGNS SHALL follow them that believe;
In my name shall they cast out devils; they SHALL SPEAK with new tongues;
1 Corinthians 14:22  
Wherefore tongues are for A SIGN, not to them that believe, but to them that believe not:
Romans 8:8-9  
So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.  
But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. 
Now if any man HAVE NOT the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.

John 3:5  
EXCEPT a man be born of water and of the Spirit,
HE CANNOT ENTER into the kingdom of God.
John 4:14  
But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.

2 Thessalonians 2:13  
But we are bound to give thanks alway to God for you, 
brethren beloved of the Lord, because God hath from the beginning 
chosen you to salvation THROUGH SANCTIFICATION.
Romans 15:16  
That I should be the minister of Jesus Christ to the Gentiles, 
ministering the gospel of God, that the offering up of the Gentiles might be acceptable, 
BEING SANCTIFIED BY THE HOLY GHOST.   

1 Corinthians 6:11 
And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, 
but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God.

Hebrews 2:11  
For both he that sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of ONE: 
for which cause he is not ashamed to call them brethren, 

Ephesians 1:13  
In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: 
in whom also after that ye believed, ye were SEALED with that holy Spirit of promise,
SEALED: (Strong’s Bible Greek Lexicon) to stamp (with a signet or private mark) 
for security or preservation. (literally or figuratively)


Ephesians 4:30  
And grieve not the holy Spirit of God, 
whereby ye are SEALED unto the day of redemption.

Revelations 20:6   
Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: 
on such the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ…

1 John 2:29  
If ye know that he is righteous, 
ye know that every one that doeth righteousness is born of him.

St. Luke 11:13  
If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children: 
how much more shall your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ASK HIM?

Psalms 34:8  
“O TASTE and SEE that the LORD is good: blessed is the man that trusteth in him.”
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
